In the early part of the 20th Century Rabbi Abraham Isaac Kook, 
while serving as the Chief Rabbi of Jaffa, became embroiled in a 
controversy with a well known Rabbi. This Rabbi opposed some of 
Rabbi Kook’s ideas and wrote and spoke in very harsh terms against 
Rabbi Kook.

Rabbi Kook’s son, Rabbi Tzvi Yehuda Kook was very upset to see 
and hear that his father was being mistreated and often misquoted 
and misunderstood. Rabbi Kook and his son traded letters about this 
controversy and some of what the elder Rabbi Kook wrote to his son 
is instructive in terms of the qualities of faith and of giving people the 
benefit of the doubt.

Rabbi Kook writes: “If they should publish critical comments on what I 
say, even if it be the lowest kind of disparagement, I trust in God, 
praised be He, that no damage will result, not for me personally, nor 
for the cause which engages my holy commitment, to raise the soul 
of Torah among our people in the Holy Land. On the contrary, harsh, 
sharp reaction stimulates keener probing of the issues.”.

Here Rabbi Kook emphasizes that if one is pursuing noble goals that 
1. We should have faith in God that the cause will not be harmed by 
those who disparage it and, 2. that there may even be some benefit 
from disparagement as it encourages deeper understanding of the 
issues.

In the following excerpt from a letter from the elder Rabbi Kook to his 
son, an even more exalted attitude is exhibited.

“As for Rabbi                 , judge him mercifully, as I judge him. From 
his point of view, he surely thinks that there is some benefit or, God 
forbid, the fulfillment of a commandment in disparaging my worth. If 
he is in error concerning this, in my humble opinion, it is not 
appropriate to be exacting concerning an offense committed 
unintentionally.” 

In this passage Rabbi Kook demonstrates a startling capacity to give 
people the benefit of the doubt.  At best, says Rabbi Kook, the Rabbi 
thinks that what he is doing is advantageous or even a Mitzvah or, at 
worst, he is mistaken and people should not be punished for 
mistakes.

Rabbi Kook was an individual of exalted spiritual character and the 
above noted level of faith and patience with those who harm or try to 
harm us may, indeed, be a very difficult feat to achieve. Even so, 
these letters remind us of the importance of believing in worthy 
causes, not giving up in the face of difficulty and, at the same time, 
how hard we must try to give others the benefit of the doubt.

ATTEND THE AIPAC CONFERENCE 
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United Orthodox Synagogues is a proudly Zionistic synagogue.  Israel 
is the homeland of the Jewish people.  It is hard for us born in the past 
50 years to imagine a world where a Jewish state did not exist.  But the 
reality is that the reestablishment of the State of Israel as a political 
entity in 1948 is as significant an event for the Jewish people as any 
other event in the past 1,000 years or more.

The political State of Israel is fortunate to be a close ally of the United 
States.  And just as it is difficult to imagine a world without Israel, it is 
difficult to imagine a time when the United States and Israel were not 
always strategic allies.  One of the primary reasons why the United 
States and Israel maintain close ties is because of the work of AIPAC, 
the American Israel Public Affairs Committee, which works to insure 
that elected officials are aware of the strategic importance of the State 
of Israel to the United States.

AIPAC is one of the most effective lobbying organizations in the 
country.  It educates its members about the importance of the US/Israel 
relationships and also educates members on how to effectively relate 
this information to our elected officials.  

In the mid-1980’s, AIPAC opened the Southwest office.  Since the office 
opened, the congressional delegation in Texas and surrounding states 
has become staunchly pro-Israel, and that is not an accident: It is 
because of the hard work of AIPAC and its members.

The AIPAC National Policy Conference will take place in Washington 
DC on March 4-6.  (Last year, President Obama and Prime Minister 
Netenyahu addressed the 12,000 people who came from across the 
nation to attend the conference.)  I recall hearing the Secretary of 
State, the Director of the CIA, Professor Alan Dershowitz, among many  
others during the three-day conference.  The conference will end with 
attendees meeting with their Congressman or Senator to lobby about 
the importance of the US/Israel relationship. 

If you have an interest in politics and in Israel, this conference is not to 
be missed.  I would like our congregation to be well represented.  We 
have had the opportunity to purchase discounted reservations to the 
conference to save attendees $200, which we hope will encourage 
people to attend.

Through the generosity of Deisi and Max Blankfield we are also able to 
offer a student scholarship for a paid trip to attend the conference.

If you have any interest in attending the conference or to apply for the 
student scholarship, and to join Rabbi Gelman and other synagogue 
members, please contact the office to take advantage of this wonderful 
opportunity.
