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Rabbi's Message:

Too Much of a Good Thing
by Rabbi Barry Gelman

The following is an excerpt from a sermon given by
Rabbi Gelman on Pesach this year. The overall
theme of the sermon was that there is such a thing
as “Too Much of a Good Thing.” This section
applies to the dangers of too much of a good thing
to idealism.

Communities are made up of different people. We
all have our particular allegiances, expectations
and considerations of how other people and
institutions should act in given situations. | have no
doubt, not one, that when people express strong
opinions and take certain positions that they are
doing so form an idealistic place.

When idealism, however, gets in the way of
community, when idealism creates situations when
people are not talking to each other anymore, then
something has gone terribly wrong. That is a case
of too much of a good thing.

When one person’s belief how a shul or a school
should run gets in the way of civil discourse, social
interaction and common courtesy, then we have let
ideology take over. Our rabbis have a term for
ideology that becomes more important than
anything else — they call it Avodah Zara — strange
worship — idol worship.

There are two important points here.

First of all, uniform thinking is bad for humanity.
This idea is expressed in the Talmud. Many may be
familiar with the fact that the Talmud commands us
to recite a blessing when seeing a large crowd of
people. The blessing states: “Blessed is the Wise
One who knows secrets.” Perhaps this bracha is
supposed to remind us to recognize that each
person in the crowd has a different way of
understanding the world and we bless God for
having created such diverse minds. Uniform
thinking leads to errors and this is why if the
Sanhedrin unanimously believes that a defendant is
guilty, not only is the death sentence not carried
out.

Second, while Jewish law generally tries to reach
uniformity on basic legal and ritual issues, the
Talmud supports the validity of divergent views in
non-legal areas. Truth is not always the way we
see it, or only the way we see it. Truth may be
multifaceted. When our truth so overwhelms us and
impedes our ability to talk and listen to others then
we have gone beyond idealism and entered the
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world of extremism.

Teachings from our tradition like: “judge every man
with the benefit of the doubt" and “do not judge
your fellow until you are in his place” are not cute
sayings to share with our children, they are Jewish
ethical imperatives aimed at protecting societies
and communities from ideology gone wild.

So what we need in the world is a dialectic of
virtues, a harmonization of competing goods. We
need peace and self-defense; patience — and
toughness. In our community, in all communities,
we need idealism and openness, passion and
understanding.

Rabbi Norman Lamm puts it well when he states:
We must be like Hillel who made a sandwich of
matzah and the bitter herbs and eat them together,
we must manage to combine two different mitzvot,
one bland and the other bitter, and not overdo
either one at the total expense of the other.

A HISTORIC DAY OF CALAMITY

Going all the way back to Biblical times, Moses
descended Mount Sinai on this day and, upon seeing the
Golden Calf broke the first set of Tablets carrying the
Ten Commandments (Shemot 32:19, Mishna Taanit
28b).

In the First Temple Era: The priests in the First Temple
stopped offering the daily sacrifice on this day (Taanit
28b) due to the shortage of sheep during the siege and
the next year 3184 (586 BCE), the walls of Jerusalem
were breached after many months of siege by
Nebuchadnezzar and his Babylonian forces.

In Melachim II 21:7 we find that King Menashe, one of
the worst of the Jewish kings, had an idol placed in the
Holy Sanctuary of the Temple, according to tradition on
this date.

The Talmud, in Masechet Taanit 28b, says that in the
time of the Roman persecution, Apostomos, captain of
the occupation forces, did the same, and publicly burned
the Torah - both acts considered open blasphemy and
desecration. These were followed by Titus and Rome
breaching the walls of Jerusalem in 3760 (70 CE) and
Pope Gregory IX ordering the confiscation of all
manuscripts of the Talmud in 4999 (1239).

In later years this day continued to be a dark one for
Jews. In 1391, more than 4,000 Jews were killed in
Toledo and Jaen, Spain and in 4319 (1559) the Jewish
Quarter of Prague was burned and looted.

Customs

The fast of the 17th of Tammuz is observed from the
break of dawn until dusk.

Unlike the two Jewish fast days Yom Kippur and Tisha
B'Av, washing and wearing leather are permitted on this
day.

Special prayers (vayechal and anenu) are added to the
morning and afternoon prayers. Ashkenazim add the
latter only in the afternoon service (mincha).

This day is the beginning of the Three Weeks, an annual
period of mourning over the destruction of the first and
second Temples in Jerusalem.
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Tisha B’Av

Tisha B'Av - The "ninth day" in the Jewish month of Av,
which starts at sundown on the eighth day and concludes
at sundown on the ninth day of Av. This is the day when
the intensity of the entire three week mourning period
reaches its peak.

HISTORY

According to our sages, many tragic events occurred to
our ancestors on this day:

1. The sin of the spies caused Hashem to decree that the
Children of Israel who left Egypt would not be permitted
to enter the land of Israel.

2. The first Temple was destroyed.

3. The second Temple was destroyed.

4. Betar, the last fortress to hold out against the Romans
during the Bar Kochba revolt in the year 135, fell,
sealing the fate of the Jewish people.

5. One year after the fall of Betar, the Temple area was
plowed.

6. In 1492, King Ferdinand of Spain issued the expulsion
decree, setting Tisha B'Av as the final date by which not
a single Jew would be allowed to walk on Spanish soil.
7. World War I — which began the downward slide to the
Holocaust — began on Tisha B’ Av.

Prohibitions:

The prohibitions on Tisha B'Av itself are similar to those
of Yom Kippur. In addition to not eating or drinking, we
are not allowed to wash, anoint oneself or wear leather
shoes. In a prohibition more stringent than on Yom
Kippur, we are only allowed to study certain portions of
the Torah and Talmud on Tisha B'Av.

Observances for Tisha B’Av Day:

e Until Mincha on Tisha B'Av one should try to
avoid sitting on a chair or bench. Instead, the
custom is to stand or sit on the floor, just like a
mourner during the Shiva (traditional seven days
of mourning a loved one).

e Beginning at Mincha sitting on chairs is
permitted, and we reduce the intensity of the
grief that has pervaded us so far. Also, men put
on Tefillin and recite those Tefillot that were
omitted at Shacharit.

e It is forbidden to greet friends or acquaintances
on Tisha B'Av. However, if greeted first, one
should answer, but in a low tone in order not to
arouse resentment.

e At the evening Ma'ariv service, the entire
congregation sits on the floor and recites the
Book of Eicha (Lamentations) the prophet



Jeemiah weeps the destruction, and we weeg
with him.

e Themorningof TishaB'Av is the saddespartof
the day. We recite Kinot, and the men do not
don Tefillin at Shacharit,becauseTefillin are
called"Pe-at" "Glory," ard this is definitely not
aday of glory for the JewishPeople.

Our sages teach that whoever mourns over
Jerusalem will merit the future vision of her joy.
As it is written in Isaiah (Chapter 66, verse 10),
"rejoice greatly with her, all who mourn her."

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REPORT FROM THE TREASURER

| wanted to take a few minutes of your time to provide an update on the general financial status of our
synagogue. This overview is important to make sure you, the membership, understand our financial situation
because you are stakeholders in this institution and because UOS is as much a community center as it is a
place of worship. From Shacharit to Maariv and often beyond, our doors are open to our members and the
community to provide religious, social, educational, youth, adult, and countless other kinds of service. This
breadth of services obviously requires significant financial resources, including maintaining a professional
office, a capable maintenance staff, ongoing building repairs and improvements, a sizeable utility budget, and
of course a Rabbinic and educational staff that provides leadership and continued guidance.
The financial results of UOS continue to improve, but we are very careful to manage the budget on a monthly
basis as we operate with very tight financial constraints. Our financial results for the year ending May 31, 2009
were in line with our budget, leaving a slight surplus as a result of the UOS Mitzner Gala. Our current year
results (June 1, 2009 — December 31, 2009) are generally in line with our projections, with the exception of
collection of dues. Within the last two months we have experienced a significant drop in our receipt of dues.
This is a significant development because the timely receipt of dues is necessary to ensure that we are able to
meet our ongoing cash needs. The Finance Committee and Board has worked very hard to budget expenses
within our anticipated receipt of income, but those budget projections rely on members timely meeting their
dues obligations.
Our synagogue, from a financial perspective, operates very similarly to your home budget and many
businesses. Our fiscal year is from June 1 through May 31 - therefore it is important that we collect our dues in
full during this period. Historically however many members have grown accustomed to the habit of paying
dues and other expenses at designated times such as December 31, Yom Tov, or even May 31 (and
sometimes after the end of the fiscal year before the next Yom Tov). UOS’s needs, including our salary
obligations and expenses, do not coincide with these periods. We work very hard to budget to anticipate some
of these timing issues, but when we experience greater than expected drops in dues receipts, it creates cash
flow problems that can cost UOS significant sums. If we don’t receive our income in a timely manner, we may
have to draw on our line of credit, which has happened in the past, and this results in additional expenses to
our synagogue and ultimately to all of us. Therefore, I’'m asking you to please bring your synagogue account
current; including your annual dues, donations, and additional charges that you may have incurred.
In an effort to bring our office into the 21% century, our website now offers the option to make payments on line.
The website allows for re-occurring payments, so you can enter your information and an amount to be charged
monthly without having to revisit the website monthly. Please make every effort to visit our website and sign
up for re-occurring payments for both your membership dues and other charges that you and your family incur.
Please feel free to contact the synagogue office to verify your account balance or for assistance with using our
website.
It is important that all dues be paid in advance (June 1%) or paid monthly in twelve equal installments beginning
June 1% and ending May 1%'. Additionally, all other charges incurred during the month should be paid no later
than the fifteenth of the following month.

Our community
was blessed to have this kind and dedicated man in its midst. | believe Ami would have expected us to
continue our Hebrew studies. | hope we can do this to honor his effort. We will miss Ami as we feel the void

left by his absence. His memory is a blessing for all those who knew him.
